                     2025 Student of Excellence Scholarship Official Rules and Guidelines  

Eligibility: Each contestant must be of Albanian decent, 19 years of age or older and currently enrolled as a student in an 
American post-secondary school or program, and able to provide a transcript, letters of recommendation and a college 
enrollment letter. Each student may enter only once and write a personal statement written in English, no longer than 500 
words. Plagiarized essays will be subject to disqualification.  

Entry Dates: Entries can be mailed to AAEA PO Box 58 Yonkers, New York 10704 or submitted electronically at 
www.aaeany.@gmail.com. All entries must be received electronically no later than 5:00p.m. Eastern Time on Monday June 
30th, 2025. Entries submitted electronically will receive an email confirmation. All mailed entries must be post marked by 
Monday June 30thth, 2025. Contestants are responsible for all postage and shipping costs.  

Entry Form: Student must provide all required information requested on the entry form and information must be legible. 
Students are required to read and understand these rules in order to complete the entry form in its entirety. The entry form 
includes a release and certification that must be signed by the contestant.  

Labeling Requirements: Personal Statements must include student’s name, home address, telephone number, school the 
student attends, College/Graduate  level, title (if applicable) , and a word count. Essays must be no longer than 500 words in 
length, written in English, and must be typed.  

Disclosure: AAEA Awards: Winners will receive a $5,000 scholarship reward made payable to the College/University of 
attendance for the Fall 2025 semester. Once the winners are announced, the decision is final. Winners will be announced 
the week of July 21st, 2025.
